Childrenôs and Familiesô Committee 
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Childcare Policy  

 
 Preschool childcare will be provided for regularly scheduled church 
services and churchwide activities. It shall be available for children who 
have not yet entered first grade. However, during the Sunday evening 
services, it will be limited to children birth through four years of age (as of 
September 1). 
 
 

 When provisions are needed for older children, the requesting  
organization must make specific arrangements for personnel and program 
for the children during the time they will be at the church. In order for the 
church preschool facilities to be utilized and for  budgeted funds to cover 
the cost, a minimum of 10 children must be signed up for childcare, a 
minimum of four days prior to the event. 
 

   Childcare is not provided when an activity is available (such as choir, 
mission organizations, church services, etc.) for the particular age group 
involved. 
 

  Ministry Divisions (Singles, Women's, Choir, Deacons, etc.) may arrange 
for preschool childcare in the church facilities with a charge to the users if 
budget funds are not provided.  The charge will be the amount necessary to 
fully cover the labor expense incurred.  The sponsoring organization is 
responsible for the collection and payment of fees. Fees will need to be 
submitted to the Childcare Associate . 

 

  

Requests for childcare should be submitted to the Preschool Director.  
Request forms are available in the church office. Requests should be 
submitted one month prior to the date of the activity to give ample time to 
schedule workers and facilities. Upon receipt of the request, every attempt 
will be made to accommodate your needs.  However, this is subject to 
personnel and facility availability.
